Williamsburg County School District has been awarded a grant in the amount of $5,000 to help offset the cost of transportation for students at Hemingway Middle School for six weeks of intersession programming, beginning in June. The Lowcountry Food Bank has partnered with Williamsburg County School District in 11 district schools to offer:
· Nearly 120,000 meals since 2013 through the afterschool and summer meal programs

· Over 20,000 bags of weekend food through the Backpack Buddies program since 2011

· Over 6,000 monthly boxes of pantry staples through  the School Pantry program since 2011
