Welcome to my Science Class.  I hope you will find that you have entered an environment where you can be comfortable, have fun, and most importantly learn. 

PURPOSE:  This course will explore the biological principles curriculum in preparation for the State of Tennessee End-of-Course Exam and the science reasoning portion of the ACT.  The following areas will be covered: Cells and cellular functions, chemistry of living things, classification and ecology, heredity, biodiversity and biological change. 

This course will also provide the knowledge, prerequisite skills, and a basic foundation for continued studies in Chemistry and Biology.


CLASSROOM RULES:  I prefer to have only one classroom rule – The Golden Rule = “do unto others as you would have them do to you”.  Show respect to each other (including me) at all times, and everyone will get along great!

CLASS PROCEDURES:

Assessments/Tests – Assessments will be given at the completion of unit material. We may also have regularly scheduled quizzes on vocabulary and certain concepts.

Projects -  Projects may be assigned with certain unit material.  They may be group or individual projects and may count as two or three test grade

Make-Up Work – Students will  have the number of  days to make up missed assignments as the number of days missed. Students are responsible for making arrangements for missed assignments.
