Class of 2026 Immunizations 

The MO Department of Health and Senior Services requires that all incoming  

12th grade students have *2 doses of the meningococcal conjugate (MCV3) vaccine before the first 

day of the 2025-2026 school year. Students who do not have *2 doses of the vaccine listed on file 

will have a notification letter included with their end of the year report card.  If your child is  in 

need of a vaccination, please provide documentation that the vaccine was given to the Saxony office 

(kward@saxonylutheranhigh.org) or fax (573-204-7445) prior to the first day of classes.   

*2 doses are required unless the student was 16 years of age or older at the time the first dose was 

administered. If you have a medical or religious exemption, further questions, or have already  

 provided documentation, please call Mrs. Ward @ 573-204-7555.
