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Good afternoon parents and students, this year SMHS is placing a major
emphasis on our students completing their A-G requirements. A-G requirements are
the courses students must pass during their four years of high school to be eligible to
attend a 4-year college. We realize that a 4-year college may not be for every senior
but we do believe is it good for students to have the option if that is their dream. 
Every year we lose a large number of potential completers throughout their senior
year. For example, this year we currently have 290 students on track to complete this
spring. Traditionally, only about 200 of these students will still be completers by June.
It is difficult to watch students meet these college requirements for 3 out of their 4
years, only to see them not complete their senior year. 
Part of this is because there are some challenging courses in the senior year. A much
bigger part of the decline is students losing focus as their senior year goes on. To
stop this trend, we are doing several things different this year including a robust
tutoring program before school (7:30 – 8:30am), emphasizing tutor.com for students
(available on our school website), and tracking grades like never before to support
these students before they fall off the A-G path. 
One form of support happened last Thursday when our senior counseling team put
on our first annual A-G Kick Off Celebration. The event invited all seniors currently
on track to be A-G completers and their parents to a night of dinner and lots of
information about A-G requirements and college entry. The purpose of the evening
was to get students, teachers, and parents all working together to have these seniors
realize every grade matters your senior year! It is our hope that the night was
successful and that we see all of these 290 students retain their A-G status. Thank
you senior team for going the extra mile to put on this event and emphasize the
importance of seniors finishing strong!!
