SHARED SERVICES AGREEMENT BY AND BETWEEN
THE EAST HAMPTON UNION FREE SCHOOL DISTRICT
AND THE MONTAUK UNION FREE SCHOOL DISTRICT

WHEREAS, the East Hampton Union Free School District (the “East Hampton UFSD*)

and the Montauk Union Free School District (the “Montauk UFSD™) are public school districts
operating under the laws of the State of New York; and

WHEREAS, the East Hampton UFSD currently operates a summer school program; and

WHEREAS, certain students residing within the Montauk UFSD are enrolled in the East

Hampton UFSD’s summer school program during the 2021 session; and

‘WHEREAS, the East Hampton UFSD and the Montauk UFSD desire to set forth certain

terms and conditions for a shared services agreement providing for the transportation of Montauk
UFSD summer school students on school busses operated by the East Hampton UFSD;

NOW THEREFCRE in consideration of the above, and the terms of this agreernent it is

hereby agreed as follows:

1.

The term of this Agreement shall be from July 12, 2021 through August 5, 2021 in
accordance with the terms hereof,

The East Hampton UFSD agrees to provide regular school bus transportation to certain
Montauk UFSD students, four days per week per the 2021 sumumer school schedule. Such
transportation shall be to/from the summer school site in the East Hampton UFSD and
stops it Montauk as designated by the East Hampton UFSD.

This Agreement may be terminated at any time by mutual written agreement between the
parties. : .

The Montauk UFSD agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the East Hampton
UFSD, its officers, directors, agents, or employees against all claims, demands, actions,
lawsuits, costs, damages, and expenses, including attorneys’ fees and judgments, fines, and
amounts arising from any willful act, omission, etror, recklessness or negligence of the
Montauk UFSD, its officers, directors, agents, ot employees in comnection with the
performance of shared services pursuant to this Agreement. The obligations pursuant to
this provision shall survive the termination of this Agreement.

The Montauk UFSD shall procure and maintain comprehensive general Hability insurance
at its own cost and expense. The Montauk UFSD shall name the East Hampton UFSD as
an additional insured on such general liability insurance policy for the purposes of this
Agreement and shall provide evidence of such coverage to the East Hampton UFSD upon
execution of this Agreement.

The Montauk UFSD abknowledges that any student riding on an East Hampton UFSD



school bus is expected to abide by the East Hampton UFSD’s Code of Conduct while on
that school bus. The East Hampton UFSD reserves the right to exclude any Montauk
UFSD student from bus transportation for disciplinary reasons. In the event any Montauk
UFSD student is disciplined for conduct on an East Hampton UFSD school bus, the
Montauk UFSD shall be responsible for any disciplinary proceedings associated therewith.

7. In the event any Montauk UFSD student requires special support services, such as a 1:1
aide, which may be applicable during any transportation, the Montauk UFSD is responsible
for providing such services.

8. As consideration for the transportation services provided by this agreement, the Montauk
UFSD agrees to pay the East Hampton UFSD the sum of $1,440.00 per week during the
term of this Agreement. Such payments will be invoiced by the East Hampton UFSD,
Invoices shall be paid in full by the Montauk UFSD within 30 days of receipt.

9. The terms of this Agreement represent the final intent of the parties. Any modifications,
rescission or waiver of the terms of this Agreement shall be effective only if evidenced by
a subsequent writing which is executed and acknowledged by the parties with the same
formalities accorded this basic Agreement.

10. This Agreement is subject to approval by both Boards of Education (East Hainpton UFSD
and Montauk UFSD).

11. This Agreement may be executed electronically and/or in counterparts, each of which will
be deemed an original document and will, together, be deemed to be one and the same

instrument.

CONSULTANT AGREEMENT

AGREEMENT made this 23rd day of June 2021, by and between Cornell
Cooperative Extension of Suffolk County (“Consultant™), whose principal place of
business is 423 Griffin Avenue Riverhead, NY 11901 and the Board of Education of
the East Hampton Union Free School District (“District™), 4 Long Lane, East
Hampton, New York 11572.

WHEREAS, the District desires to retain the professional services of Consultant
to provide professional consulting services on Raising Adolescents and Communicating
with Teenagers for parents in Spanish.

WHEREAS Consultant is duly certified and/or qualified under the laws of the
State of New York and Regulations of the Commissioner of Education to provide such
services;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, conditions and
agreements herein contained, and for other good and valuable considerations, the
Consultant and the District hereby agree as follows:

1. At the District’s request, the Consultant will provide the following
services: a series of (4) workshops to provide information to the Latino community on
raising adolescents and strategies for successful communication with their children.

2. The District agrees to pay the Consultant $250.00 per workshop, not
exceed four (4) workshops for the 2021-2022 school year at the East Hampton High
School. There shall be no other benefits or compensation.

3. The Consultant will not be eligible for any benefits relative to this contract
for social security, New York State worker’s compensation, unemployment insurance,
New York State Employee’s Retirement System, etc. Consultant shall be solely
responsible for the payment of Federal and State income taxes applicable to any
payments received under this agreement.

4. This Agreement shall be subject to termination with or without cause by
the District upon seven (7) days’ notice in writing to the Consultant at the address noted
above. Upon termination, all obligations under this Agreement shall cease, and the
Consultant shall be entitled to reimbursement only for services rendered as of the
effective date of termination.

3. Consultant and the District will have the status of independent contractor
one to the other, and, unless otherwise expressly agreed in writing, neither will constitute
the agent of the other for any purpose.



6. Consultant agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the District, its Board of
Education members, officers, agents and employees against any and all causes of actions,
claims, liabilities, losses or damages arising from the negligent acts or omission of the
consultant during the performance of services under this Agreement by the Consultant.

7. Consultant will maintain general and professional liability insurance of
$1,000,000/$3,000,000. Consultant will provide the District with documentation of such
insurance coverage. If for any reason Consultant’s insurance is changed or cancelled,
Consultant shall provide the District with written notice, at least ten (10) days prior to
change or cancellation. An applicable Insurance Endorsement, naming the District as an
additional insured shall be submitted by Consultant to the District upon execution of this
Agreement.

8. Consultant shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local
statutes, rules and regulations including the New York State Safe Schools Against
Violence in Education (“SAVE”) legislation, including fingerprinting and clearance
requirements. Consultant shall adhere to all applicable policies, procedures, rules and
regulations of the District and the State Education Department.

9. The invalidity or unenforceability of any provisions of this Agreement
shall in no way affect the validity or enforceability of any other provision.

10.  This Agreement cannot be changed, modified or discharged orally, but
only if consented to in writing by the parties.

Business Associate Agreement

This Business Associate Agreement (“Agreement”) is being entered into between
Brown & Brown of Garden City, Inc. (“Business Associate™) and all of the Health Plans of Plan
Sponsor (“Covered Entity”) to facilitate compliance with the HIPAA Rules. It is also being
entered into between the parties to facilitate compliance with the HITECH Amendment to
HIPAA. In consideration for the compensation paid to Business Associate to provide services
relating to and on behalf of Covered Entity, the parties agree to the terms set forth in this
Agreement. |

This Agreement is effective as of the date both parties have signed this
Agreement.

Article 1

Definitions

The following terms have the meanings described in this Article for purposes of
the Agreement unless the context clearly indicates another meaning. Terms used, but not
otherwise defined, in this Agreement have the same meaning as those terms in the Privacy Rule.

1.1 Business Associate

“Business Associate” means the first entity described in the first paragraph of this
Agreement,

1.2  CFR
“CFR means the Code of Federal Regulations.

1.3 Covered Entity

“Covered Entity” means all of the Health Plans maintained by Plan Sponsor.

1.4 Designated Record Set

“Designated Record Set” has the same meaning as the term “Designated Record
Set” in 45 CFR 164.501.

1.5 Electronic Health Record

“Electronic Health Record” means an electronic record of health-related
information on an individual that is created, gathered, managed, and consulted by authorized
health care clinicians and staff.

1.6 HIPAA

“HIPAA” means the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996.



1.7 HIPAA Rules

“HIPAA Rules” means the privacy, security, breach notification and enforcement
rules of 45 CFR Parts 160 and 164.

1.8 HITECH Amendment

“HITECH Amendment” means the changes to HIPAA made by.the Health
Information Technology for Economic and Clinical Health Act.

1.9 Individual

“Individual” has the same meaning as the term “individual” in 45 CFR 160.103
and includes a person who qualifies as a personal representative in accordance with 45 CFR
164.502(g).

1.10 Plan Sponsor

“Plan Sponsor” means East Hampton UFSD

1.11 Protected Health Information or PHI

“Protected Health Information” or “PHI” has the same meaning as the term
“protected health information” in 45 CFR 160.103, limited to the information created, received,
maintained or transmitted by Business Associate from or on behalf of Covered Entity.

1.12 Required By Law

“Required By Law” has the same meaning as the term “required by law” in
45 CFR 164.103.

1.13  Secretary

“Secretary” means the Secretary of the Department of Health and Human
Services or his designee.

1.14  Security Incident

“Security Incident” has the same meaning as the term “Security Incident” in
45 CFR 164.304.

Article 2

Obligations and Activities of Business Associate

Business Associate agrees to perform the obligations and activities described in
this Article.



2.1  Business Associate understands that it is subject to the HIPAA Rules in a
similar manner as the rules apply to Covered Entity. As a result, Business Associate agrees to
take all actions necessary to comply with the HIPAA Rules for business associates, including,
but not limited to, the following: Business Associate shall establish policies and procedures to
ensure compliance with the HIPAA Rules, Business Associate shall train its workforce regarding
the HIPAA Rules, Business Associate shall enter into this privacy/security Agreement with
Covered Entity, Business Associate shall enter into privacy/security agreements with its
subcontractors that perform functions relating to Covered Entity involving PHI, and Business
Associate shall conduct a security risk analysis.

2.2  Business Associate agrees to not use or disclose PHI other than as
permitted or required by the Agreement or as Required By Law.

2.3  Business Associate agrees to use appropriate safeguards and comply with
Subpart C of 45 CFR Part 164 with respect to electronic PHI, to prevent use or disclosure of the
PHI other than as provided for by this Agreement.

24  Business Associate agrees to mitigate, to the extent practicable, any
harmful effect that is known to Business Associate of a use or disclosure of PHI by Business
Associate in violation of the requirements of this Agreement.

2.5 Business Associate agrees to report to Covered Entity any use or
disclosure of the PHI not provided for by this Agreement of which it becomes aware and/or any
Security Incident of which it becomes aware. With regard to inconsequential Security Incidents
that occur on a frequent basis, such as “pings” or other unsuccessful attempts to penetrate
computer networks or servers containing PHI maintained by Business Associate, Business
Associate agrees to report to Covered Entity upon written request and no more frequently than
annually, whether such inconsequential Security Incidents have occurred during the 12 month
period preceding the date of the request.

2.6  Business Associate agrees to the following in connection with the breach
notification requirements of the HIPAA Rules:

(a)  If Business Associate discovers a breach of unsecured PHI, as
those terms are defined by 45 CFR 164.402, Business Associate shall notify Covered
Entity without unreasonable delay and within 10 calendar days after discovery. For this
purpose, discovery means the first day on which the breach is known to Business
Associate or by exercising reasonable diligence would have been known to Business
Associate. Business Associate shall be deemed to have knowledge of a breach if the
breach is known or by exercising reasonable diligence would have been known to any
person, other than the person committing the breach, who is an employee, officer,
subcontractor or other agent of Business Associate. The notification must include
identification of each individual whose unsecured PHI has been or it has reasonably
believed to have been breached and any other available information in Business
Associate’s possession which the Plan is required to include in the individual notice
contemplated by 45 CFR 164.404.



(b)  Notwithstanding the immediately preceding paragraph, Business
Associate shall assume the individual notice obligation specified in 45 CFR 164.404 on
behalf of Covered Entity where a breach of unsecured PHI was committed by Business
Associate or its employee, officer, subcontractor or other agent of Business Associate or
is within the unique knowledge of Business Associate as opposed to Covered Entity. In
such case, Business Associate will prepare the notice and shall provide it to Covered
Entity for review and approval at least five calendar days before it is required to be sent
to the affected individual(s). Covered Entity shall promptly review the notice and shall
not unreasonably withhold its approval. ~

(¢)  Further, where a breach involves more than 500 individuals and
was committed by the Business Associate or its employee, officer, subcontractor or other
agent or is within the unique knowledge of Business Associate as opposed to Covered
Entity, Business Associate shall provide notice to the media pursuant to 45 CFR
164.406. Again, Business Associate will prepare the notice and shall provide it to
Covered Entity for review and approval at least five calendar days before it is required to
be sent to the media. Covered Entity shall promptly review the notice and shall not
unreasonably withhold its approval.

(d) Business Associate shall either report the above-described
breaches of unsecured PHI with respect to Covered Entity to the Secretary in accordance
with 45 CFR 164.408 or alternatively, shall maintain a log of the above-described
breaches of unsecured PHI with respect to Covered Entity and shall submit the log to
Covered Entity within 30 calendar days following the end of each calendar year so that
the Plan may report breaches to the Secretary in accordance with 45 CFR 164.408(c).

2.7 Business Associate agrees to ensure that any agent, including a
subcontractor, that creates, receives, maintains or transmits PHI on behalf of Business Associate
regarding Covered Bntity, agrees in writing to the same restrictions, conditions and requirements
that apply through this Agreement and the HIPAA Rules to Business Associate with respect to
such information. Moreover, Business Associate shall ensure that any such agent or
subcontractor agrees to implement reasonable and appropriate safeguards to protect Covered
Entity’s electronic PHIL

2.8 Business Associate agrees to provide reasonable access, at the written
request of Covered Entity, to PHI in a Designated Record Set, to Covered Entity or, as directed
in writing by Covered Entity, to an Individual or the Individual’s designee in order to meet the
requirements under 45 CFR 164.524. If Business Associate receives a request directly from an
Individual or the Individual’s designee, Business Associate shall notify Covered Entity as soon
as administratively feasible in order for the parties to coordinate a response.

2.9  Business Associate agrees to make any amendment(s) to PHI in a
Designated Record Set that the Covered Entity directs in writing or agrees to pursuant to 45 CFR
164.526, or take any other measures as necessary to satisfy Covered Entity’s obligations under
45 CFR 164.526. If Business Associate receives a request directly from an Individual or the
Individual’s designee, Business Associate shall notify Covered Entity as soon as administratively
feasible in order for the parties to coordinate a response.



2.10 Following receipt of a written request by Covered Entity, Business
Associate agrees fo make its internal practices, beooks, and records, including policies and
procedures relating to the use and disclosure of PHI created, received, transmitted or maintained
by Business Associate on behalf of Covered Entity, reasonably available to the Secretary for
purposes of the Secretary determining compliance with the HIPAA Rules.

2,11 Business Associate agrees to document such disclosures of PHI and
information related to such disclosures as would be required for Covered Entity to respond to a
request by an Individual for an accounting of disclosures of PHI in accordance with 45 CFR
164.528, or effective as of such date prescribed by regulations issued by the U.S. Department of
Health and Human Services, an accounting of disclosures of PHI from an Electronic Health
Record in accordance with the HITECH Amendment.

2.12 Following receipt of a written request by Covered Entity, Business
Associate agrees to provide to Covered Entity or an Individual or the Individual’s designee,
information collected in accordance with Section 2.11 of this Agreement, to permit Covered
Entity to respond to a request by an Individual or the Individual’s designee for an accounting of
disclosures of PHI in accordance with 45 CFR 164.528, or effective as of such date prescribed by
regulations issued by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, an accounting of
disclosures of PHI from an Electronic Health Record in accordance with the HITECH
Amendment. If Business Associate receives a request directly from an Individual or the
Individual’s designee, Business Associate shall notify Covered Entity as soon as administratively
feasible in order for the parties to coordinate a response.

2.13 To the extent Business Associate is to carry out one or more of Covered
Entity’s obligations under Subpart E of 45 CFR Part 164, Business Associate shall comply with
the requirements of Subpart E that apply to Covered Entity in the performance of such
obligations.

Article 3

Permitted Uses and Disclosures by Business Associate

3.1 Business Associate may use or disclose PHI to perform functions,
activities or services for, or on behalf of, Covered Entity as specified in the underlying service
agreement between Plan Sponsor and Business Associate with respect to the Health Plan(s),
provided that such use or disclosure would not violate the HIPAA Rules if done by Covered
Entity. If there is no underlying service agreement between Plan Sponsor and Business
Associate with respect to the Health Plan(s), Business Associate may use or disclose PHI to
perform functions, activities or services for, or on behalf of, Covered Entity for the putposes of
payment, treatment or health care operations as those terms are defined in the HIPAA Rules,
provided that such use or disclosure would not violate the HIPAA Rules if done by Covered

Entity.

Business Associate is authorized to use PHI to de-identify the information in
accordance with 45 CFR 164.514(a)-(c). Before proceeding with any such de-identification,



Business Associate shall inform Covered Entity in writing of the manner in which it will de-
identify the PHI and the proposed use and disclosure by the Business Associate of the de-
identified information.

3.2  Business Associate may use or disclose PHI as Required by Law.

3.3  Business Associate agrees to make uses and disclosures and requests for
PHI consistent with Covered Entity’s minimum necessary policies and procedures.

3.4  Business Associate may not use or disclose PHI in a manner that would
violate Subpart E of 45 CFR Part 164 if done by Covered Entity, except for the specific uses and
disclosures set forth in this Article.

3.5 Business Associate may use PHI for the proper management and
administration of the Business Associate or to carry out the legal responsibilities of the Business
Associate.

3.6  Business Associate may disclose PHI for the proper management and
administration of the Business Associate or to carry out the legal responsibilities of the Business
Associate, provided that disclosures are Required by Law, or Business Associate obtains
reasonable assurances in writing from the person to whom the information is disclosed that it
will remain confidential and used or further disclosed only as Required by Law or for the
purpose for which it was disclosed to the person, and the person notifies the Business Associate
of any instances of which it is aware in which the confidentiality of the information has been
breached.

3.7 Business Associate may use PHI to provide data aggregation services
relating to the health care operations of the Covered Entity.

Article 4

Obligations of Covered Entity

4.1  Covered Entity shall notify Business Associate of any limitation(s} in its
notice of privacy practices of Covered Entity in accordance with 45 CFR 164.520, to the extent
that such limitation may affect Business Associate’s use or disclosure of PHI.

4.2  Covered Entity shall notify Business Associate of any changes in, or
revocation of, permission by an Individual to use or disclose PHI, to the extent that such changes
may affect Business Associate’s use or disclosure of PHI.

4.3  Covered Entity shall notify Business Associate of any restriction to the use
or disclosure of PHI that Covered Entity has agreed to in accordance with 45 CFR 164.522, to
the extent that such restriction may affect Business Associate’s use or disclosure of PHI.

4.4  Covered Entity shall not request Business Associate to use or disclose PHI
in any manner that would not be permissible under Subpart E of 45 CFR Part 164 if done by
Covered Entity. However, there is an exception to this restriction if, pursuant to this Agreement,



Business Associate uses or discloses PHI for data aggregation or management and administration
and legal responsibilities of the Business Associate.

Article 5

Term and Termination

5.1 Term

This Agreement shall replace and take precedence over any prior business
associate agreement entered into between the parties. It shall take effect on the date when both
parties have signed this Agreement and shall terminate on the date the Agreement is terminated
for cause pursuant to Section 5.2, when the underlying service agreement between the parties
with respect to the Health Plan(s) terminates, or as of such other date as agreed to by the parties
in writing.

5.2  Termination for Caugg

Business Associate authorizes termination of this Agreement by Covered Entity,
if Covered Entity determines that Business Associate has violated a material term of the
Agreement. In this situation, Covered Entity shall either:

(a)  Provide an opportunity for Business Associate to cure the breach
or end the violation, and terminate this Agreement if Business Associate does not cure
the breach or end the violation within a reasonable time, as specified by Covered Entity;
or

(b)  Immediately terminate this Agreement if Business Associate has
breached a material term of this Agreement and Covered Entity determines that cure is
not possible.

5.3 Effect of Termination

(a)  Except as provided in subparagraph (b), upon termination of this
Agreement, for any reason, Business Associate shall return or if agreed to by Covered
Entity, destroy all PHI received from Covered Entity, or created, maintained or received
by Business Associate on behalf of Covered Entity that Business Associate still maintains
in any form. Business Associate shall retain no copies of the PHI.

(b)  In the event that Business Associate determines that the PHI is
necessary for its own management and administration or to carry out its legal
responsibilities and Business Associate determines that it needs to retain the PHI for such
purposes after termination of the Agreement, Business Associate agrees to the following
restrictions set forth in this subsection. Specifically, upon termination of this Agreement,
for any reason, Business Associate, with respect to PHI received from Covered Entity, or
created, maintained or received by Business Associate on behalf of Covered Entity, shall:



(1) Retain only the PHI which is necessary for Business
Associate to continue its proper management and administration or to carry out its
legal responsibilities;

) Continue to use appropriate safeguards and comply with
Subpart C of 45 CFR Part 164 with respect to electronic PHI to prevent use or
disclosure of the PHI, other than as provided for in this subsection, for as long as
Business Associate retains the PHI;

(3)  Not use or disclose the PHI retained by Business Associate
other than for the purposes for which the PHI was retained and subject to the
same conditions set out in Sections 3.5 and 3.6 which apply prior to termination;
and

@ Return to Covered Entity or, if agreed to by Covered Entity
in writing, destroy the PHI retained by Business Associate when it is no longer
needed by Business Associate for its proper management and administration or to
carry out its legal responsibilities.

(¢) Notwithstanding any other provision of this Section, Covered

Entity may authorize Business Associate to transmit PHI to another Business Associate
of the Covered Entity at termination pursuant to Covered Entity’s written instructions.

Article 6

6.1 Notice

the other party under this Agreement must be addressed to the attention of the other party in care
of the contact person identified below.

Any ambiguity in this Agreement shall be resolved to permit compliance with the
HIPAA Rules.

6.6  Successors

Sponsor and its directors, officers and employees against any and all claims, lawsuits,
settlements, judgments, costs, penalties and expenses including attorneys’ fees resulting from or
arising out of or in connection with a use or disclosure of PHI by Business Associate or its
subcontractors or agents in violation of this Agreement.

Covered Entity and Plan Sponsor agree to indemnify and hold harmless Business
Associate and its directors, officers and employees against any and all claims, lawsuits,
settlements, judgments, costs, penalties and expenses including attorneys’ fees resulting from or
arising out of or in connection with a use or disclosure of PHI by Covered Entity or Plan
Sponsor, or agents of Covered Entity or Plan Sponsor, in violation of this Agreement.

6.8 No Beneficiaries

Nothing expressed or implied in this Agreement is intended to confer, nor shall
anything confer, upon any person other than the Covered Entity, Plan Sponsor and Business
Associate, and their respective successors or assigns, any rights, remedies, obligations or
liabilities.
