8th grade Math Syllabus
2022/2023

Course Description
    This year students will be taught common core standards with the goal of increasing proficiency and processes in mathematics. Students in eighth grade math will study essential middle grade mathematics concepts and will discover the importance of mathematics in their daily lives. Interesting activities and useful labs, charts, graphs and models will make it easier for students to understand the underlying principles of algebra and geometry. Students will begin to realize that many of the things they do, see, and hear are linked to mathematics.
Overview
A. Students will know that there are numbers that are not rational and approximate them by rational numbers.
B. Students will work with radicals and integer exponents.
C. Student will understand the connections between proportional relationships, lines, and linear equations.

D. Students will analyze and solve linear equations and pairs of simultaneous linear equations.

E. Students will understand congruence and similarity using physical models, transparencies, or geometry software.
F. Students will understand and apply the Pythagorean theorem.

Grading Policy
· Tests will be given every Friday.

· If you do poorly on a test, don’t freak out, we have good news!!! You can improve your test grade by doing test corrections. We do test corrections EVERY THURSDAY. You can bring your grade up all the way to a 90%!!  This is your extra credit!!!
· Two sets of spark plugs will be chosen each 9wk period to be graded.  Since you will not know which ones are to be graded, you should be sure to complete ALL spark plugs each day.  Spark plugs count as a test grade.  If you are missing the set which is chosen to be graded, you will receive a zero.

· We do not give traditional paper homework in 8th grade Math.  We encourage students to practice their math skills daily. Students can do this using IXL.com and I-Ready.  We will give each student a login and password to access these programs.  If you DO NOT have access to the internet, we can supply your child with practice sheets to complete at home.
· Graphic organizers are an integral part of the curriculum. We will add organizers to the composition notebook throughout the school year. Your notebook will be graded once every 9-week grading period, and will count as a test grade.

· Labs, group activities, tasks and projects will count as one test grade.
· Grading will be 70% summative (Test/projects/quizzes) and formative 30% (classwork, homework, etc)

     Students who have excused absences will be required to complete make-up work within four days of returning to school.  Please do not ask for make-up work during class.  You may come before school, after school or during connections classes to pick up your make-up work.
