Parents of a student whose attire does not meet these guidelines as determined by the chaperones will be contacted to bring an

appropriate outfit that meets the requirements.

- No lingerie-type apparel
- No dresses with an excessive slit or excessive slits, slits should not be above fingertip length
- No bare midriff or crop tops - shirts
- No plunging necklines, please keep a modest neckline
- No shorts allowed

Students must demonstrate respect for each other in
their physical contact and their language. Inappropriate behavior on the dance floor will not be tolerated.

Grinding, front to back dancing, students dancing suggestively together or any sexually suggestive dance gestures or
movements are not allowed. Moshing and slamming are not allowed.

Students choosing to engage in inappropriate dance behavior will be removed from the dance floor and may not be allowed to
attend the next school dance.

Any student found under the influence or in possession of drugs, tobacco, or alcohol will be detained and released only to a
parent or guardian.
