Barrett’s ELA/Social Studies


Reading- We will continue our unit of study: Overcoming Obstacles. Students will answer the question, “How can people solve a problem with a friend or classmate?” We will read the passage, “Earl of Twirl” where students will compare and contrast two or more characters in a drama, drawing on specific details in the text (RL 5.3). Students will have a cold read on Wednesday, September 14 that will count as a 40% grade. Students will also have an independent practice grade from our weekly lesson.  


Writing-We will begin creating narrative writing by reading and responding to the passage, “Festival in the Sky.”


Social Studies- We will continue studying latitude and longitude. 


Homework-Students need to read 20-30 minutes a night. AR goals will start second nine weeks due to purchasing delay. Students can also get on I-Ready Reading to complete lessons if extra practice is needed. 
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
