Bulletin column June 18, 2023 “From the Pastor”

Dear parishioners,

During the past year’s Journey of Faith, we heard a lot
about the dearth of priests in the Archdiocese of Omaha.
Most dioceses throughout the country are dealing with
struggles with a shortage of priests. While I was pleased
that St. Michael’s not only escaped the planning process
with our Mass schedule unaffected, it's an even greater
blessing that two full-time priests and a half-time priest will
be assigned here in July. The archdiocese clearly has come
to recognize the importance and the busyness of this parish
over the past year.

Priests, both in the old Law and in Jesus’ new Covenant,
have a particular role to play in spear-heading the spread of
the Kingdom of God, with the sacraments, preaching, and
leadership. We see how Jesus in today’s Gospel carefully
chooses the Twelve and sends them out two-by-two to
proclaim the Kingdom and bring its goodness to the people
of Isracl. We know that bishops are the successors to these
Apostles. Later in the Gospel, Jesus will select 72 more
men to go forth to proclaim the Kingdom, which is
generally interpreted by the Church to prefigure the order of
the ministerial priesthood which assists the bishops in
shepherding the flock.

In a time of shortage in the priesthood, in my opinion at
least, the main task before us is to do more to promote
vocations to the priesthood. Priestly vocations are generally
nurtured in strong families with a strong faith in the midst
of a strong, supportive community. That sounds like a
description of St. Michael Parish to me. I certainly hope to
hear news of some vocations emerging from our parish to
become diocesan seminarians in the years to come.

However, we hear in our first reading of how, while there
were indeed priests in the order of Moses’s brother Aaron
who offered sacrifice in the old Covenant, God tells the
people of Israel that if they are faithful to His covenant,
they will “be to Me a kingdom of priests, a holy nation.”
All of the people have a lesser, but still holy and priestly,
role to play.

The Second Vatican Council renewed in the Church the
stress on the understanding that Christians, as well,
constitute a priesthood of all the baptized. While not all
Catholics preside at the Eucharist, preach, or fill pastoral
leadership roles, all Catholics exercise a priesthood in Jesus
Christ. What does this mean?

A priest is someone who offers sacrifice and sanctifies.
Ministerial priests offer the holy sacrifice of the Mass
acting in the Person of Christ the head at the celebration of
Eucharist. We also serve to bless the people of God through
the sacraments, preaching, and the blessing of things like
holy water and religious articles. How do the baptized who
are not ordained ministers exercise a priesthood?

Well, all Catholics are first and foremost called upon to
“assist at Mass,” as the old terminology goes. While the
presider is offering the sacrifice of the Mass in a unique
way, the faithful at Mass join their prayers to His in
offering God the sacrifice of praise through Jesus’ sacrifice
of the cross made present to us at Mass. All offer God
praise, thanksgiving, and supplication together. That is why
it is important for all to pay attention at Mass in a prayerful
way, and why the Mass begins and ends with the sign of the
cross, entering and ending a state of prayer. There has been
much talk since the Vatican Council about “full, conscious,
and active participation” at Mass. While most of the
discussion has been about the importance of participating
with the body — saying the responses, singing the hymns,
psalms, and sung responses, and engaging in the gestures
and postures appropriate to their moments in the Mass, the
most important aspect of participation is that our mind and
heart be engaged with what we are doing at Mass in praying
and encountering God 1 will certainly concede that if
someone isn’t uttering the responses, it could be a troubling
indication that they aren’t participating with their hearts and
minds either, which is why, for example, I have gotten after
our school children to make sure they are participating
vocally and physically at Mass.

However, the faithful also offer sacrifice in their daily lives,
through penance, offering up their sufferings in prayer and
reparation to God, and especially in loving acts toward
others which may involve mortifying their own selfishness.
The example of the latter I often use is how parents of
newborns will rise in the middle of the night to tend to their
cries.

I believe the faithful exercise their most important priestly
role in the area of sanctification. As Jesus tells us in the
Sermon on the Mount, we are the salt of the earth and the
light of the world. All Catholics are called as followers of
Christ to bring His presence within them in their attitudes
and actions wherever they go — their homes, their work,
their schools, and wherever they go out into the community.
As wonderful as South Sioux City is, struggles still abound
with drugs, gender theory, racism, materialism, disrespect
of human dignity, depression and discouragement, and
general negativity. We have a lot to offer. I often think of
my role as a ministerial priest as being to empower the
faithful for their exercise of their baptismal priesthood.

So, what do I recommend? Several things: 1) Frequent the
sacraments, especially in terms of not missing Sunday Mass
or days of precept, and confessing when necessary or
helpful. 2) Be engaged at Mass, especially in terms of being
sanctified by the Word and by the reception of the
Eucharist. 3) Offer your daily sacrifices intentionally as
worship to God. 4) Strive to be holy, to be salt for the earth
and light for the world. When you’re moving from one
place to another, remember that you are called to be holy in
that new location. Proclaim the Kingdom of God at all
times, and when necessary, use words.

Columna del boletin 18 de junio del 2023 “Del Pastor”
Queridos feligreses,

Durante la Jornada de Fe del afio pasado, escuchamos mucho
sobre la escasez de sacerdotes en la Arquidiocesis de Omaha.
La mayoria de las didcesis en todo el pais estan lidiando con
la escasez de sacerdotes. Si bien me complacié que San
Miguel no solo escapd del proceso de planificacion con
nuestro horario de misas intacto, es una bendicion ain mayor
que dos sacerdotes de tiempo completo y un sacerdote de
medio tiempo sean asignados aqui en julio. La arquididcesis
claramente ha llegado a reconocer la importancia y el ajetreo
de esta parroquia durante el afio pasado.

Los sacerdotes, tanto en la antigua Ley como en la nueva
Alianza de Jesus, tienen un papel particular que desempefiar
al encabezar la expansion del Reino de Dios, con los
sacramentos, la predicacion y el liderazgo. Vemos cdémo
Jests en el Evangelio de hoy elige cuidadosamente a los
Doce y los envia de dos en dos para anunciar el Reino y
llevar sus bondades al pueblo de Israel. Sabemos que los
obispos son los sucesores de estos Apostoles. Mas adelante
en el Evangelio, Jesus seleccionara a 72 hombres mas para
que salgan a proclamar el Reino, lo que generalmente es
interpretado por la Iglesia como prefiguracion del orden del
sacerdocio ministerial que ayuda a los obispos a pastorear el
rebafio.

En una época de escasez de sacerdocio, al menos en mi
opinion, la principal tarea que tenemos ante nosotros es hacer
mas para promover las vocaciones al sacerdocio. Las
vocaciones sacerdotales generalmente se nutren en familias
fuertes con una fe fuerte en medio de una comunidad fuerte y
solidaria. Eso suena como una descripcion de la Parroquia de
San Miguel para mi. Ciertamente espero escuchar noticias de
algunas vocaciones que surjan de nuestra parroquia para
convertirse en seminaristas diocesanos en los proximos afos.

Sin embargo, escuchamos en nuestra primera lectura como, si
bien habia sacerdotes en el orden del hermano de Moisés,
Aardn, que ofrecian sacrificios en el antiguo Pacto, Dios le
dice al pueblo de Israel que si son fieles a Su pacto, "seréis
para mi un reino de sacerdotes y una nacion santa.” Todo el
pueblo tiene un papel menor, pero ain santo y sacerdotal, que
desempefiar.

El Segundo Concilio Vaticano renovo en la Iglesia el énfasis
en la comprension de que también los cristianos constituyen
un sacerdocio de todos los bautizados. Si bien no todos los
catolicos presiden la Eucaristia, predican o cumplen roles de
liderazgo pastoral, todos los catdlicos ejercen un sacerdocio
en Jesucristo. ;Qué quiere decir esto?

Un sacerdote es alguien que ofrece sacrificio y santifica. Los
sacerdotes ministeriales ofrecen el santo sacrificio de la Misa
actuando en la Persona de Cristo cabeza en la celebracion de
la Eucaristia. También servimos para bendecir al pueblo de
Dios a través de los sacramentos, la predicacion y la
bendicion de cosas como agua bendita y articulos religiosos.
(Como ejercen el sacerdocio los bautizados que no son
ministros ordenados?

Bueno, todos los catolicos estan llamados ante todo a “asistir
a misa”, como dice la antigua terminologia. Mientras el que
preside ofrece el sacrificio de la Misa de una manera Unica,
los fieles en la Misa unen sus oraciones a las de el para
ofrecer a Dios el sacrificio de alabanza a través del sacrificio
de Jesus en la cruz hecho presente para nosotros en la Misa.
Todos ofrecen alabanza a Dios, accién de gracias y suplicas
juntos. Por eso es importante que todos presten atencion en la
Misa de manera orante, y por eso la Misa comienza y termina
con la sefial de la cruz, entrando y terminando en un estado
de oracion. Se ha hablado mucho desde el Concilio Vaticano
sobre la “participacion plena, consciente y activa” en la Misa.
Si bien la mayor parte de la discusion ha sido sobre la
importancia de participar con el cuerpo: decir las respuestas,
cantar los himnos, salmos y cantar respuestas, y participando
en los gestos y posturas apropiadas para sus momentos en la
Misa, el aspecto mas importante de la participacion es que
nuestra mente y corazon se comprometan con lo que estamos
haciendo en la Misa al orar y encontrar a Dios. Ciertamente
admitiré si alguien no estd pronunciando las respuestas,
podria ser una indicacion preocupante de que tampoco estan
participando con sus corazones y mentes, razon por la cual,
por ejemplo, me he fijado en nuestros nifios de la escuela
para asegurarme de que estén participando verbal y
fisicamente en Misa.

Sin embargo, los fieles también ofrecen sacrificio en su vida
cotidiana, a través de la penitencia, ofreciendo sus
sufrimientos en la oracion y reparacion a Dios, y
especialmente en actos de amor hacia los demas que pueden
implicar el sacrificio del propio egoismo. El ejemplo de esto
ultimo que uso a menudo es como los padres de los recién
nacidos se levantan en medio de la noche para atender sus
llantos.

Creo que los fieles ejercen su funcion sacerdotal mas
importante en el dmbito de la santificacion. Como nos dice
Jesus en el Sermoén de la Montafia, somos la sal de la tierra y
la luz del mundo. Todos los catdlicos estan llamados como
seguidores de Cristo a traer Su presencia dentro de ellos en
sus actitudes y acciones dondequiera que vayan: sus hogares,
su trabajo, sus escuelas y dondequiera que vayan en la
comunidad. Tan maravilloso como es South Sioux City, las
luchas aun abundan con las drogas, la teoria de género, el
racismo, el materialismo, la falta de respeto a la dignidad
humana, la depresion y el desanimo, y la negatividad general.
Tenemos mucho que ofrecer. A menudo pienso que mi papel
como sacerdote ministerial es empoderar a los fieles para que
ejerzan su sacerdocio bautismal.

Entonces, (qué recomiendo? Varias cosas: 1) Frecuentar los
sacramentos, especialmente en cuanto a no faltar a la misa
dominical o dias de precepto, y confesarse cuando sea
necesario o util. 2) Comprometerse en la Misa, especialmente
en cuanto a ser santificados por la Palabra y por la recepcion
de la Eucaristia. 3) Ofrezca sus sacrificios diarios
intencionalmente como adoracion a Dios. 4) Esforzaos por
ser santos, por ser sal para la tierra y luz para el mundo.
Cuando te mudes de un lugar a otro, recuerda que estas
llamado a ser santo en ese nuevo lugar. Proclamad el Reino
de Dios en todo tiempo, y cuando sea necesario, usad
palabras.
