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About the Parent and Family Engagement Plan

In support of strengthening student academic achievement, the Leland School District (LSD) developed this parent and family engagement plan that established the district’s expectations and objectives for meaningful family engagement. It describes LSD’s commitment to engage families in the education of their children and build capacity of its Title I schools to succeed in reaching the district and student academic achievement.

Jointly Developed


In the spring of 2021 during the Town Hall meetings and Title I Federal Program Planning Team meetings, all parents are invited to participate and provide suggestions and ideas to improve the district parent and family engagement plan for the 2021-2022 school year. Through various advertisements, the district used via social media, district and school websites, automated calling systems, School Status, emails, and flyers to inform parents about the meetings. 
During the meetings, parents also viewed and discussed the Comprehensive Needs Assessments, and the school’s Strategic Plans. At the school Family and Community Engagement meetings, parents are invited to review and provide input on developing the district and school Improvement Plan and Parent Compact.
Upon final revision, the Plans are adopted into the district minutes which are then submitted to the state. 

Strengthening Our Schools

The district utilizes the various activities to support family and community engagement. A district Family Engagement Coordinator will aid in coordinate district family engagement activities with school designee to ensure that activities are implemented and evaluated. In addition to meetings and trainings, the Parent, Family and Community Engagement Coordinator will meet to review Family Engagement Plans; learn and discuss strategies to increase family and community engagement; and develop effective ways of two-way communication.  


Reservation of Funds 
The LSD reserves 1% from the total amount of Title I funds it receives for 2021-2022 to carry out the parent and family engagement requirements consistent with this plan and as described in Section 1116 of Every Student Succeed Act (ESSA). During the Saturday Coffee, Needs Assessments and parent recommendations, Town Hall meetings and Title I Planning Team meetings in the spring, parents provide input on how the 1% required family engagement funds are used in the upcoming year at the district and school-level. Each Title I school will survey parents in Nov. and Feb. for suggestions. They will be reviewed to determine areas of need for the upcoming school year.
Building Capacity of Families and Staff

The Leland School District will build school and parent capacity for strong family engagement to ensure effective involvement of family members and the community, as equal partners, to improve student academic achievement through district wide activities and programs.

The district will create, with input from parents and family members, presentations on creating a Welcoming Environment and improving Communication with Families that will be available to schools for training purposes. To ensure that information related to district, school and parent’s programs is available to all parents.
PARENT AND FAMILY ENGAGEMENT EVALUATION

Parents are provided opportunities to participate, as equal partners, in the decisions that affect children and families. The LSD will conduct an evaluation of the family engagement activities to improve the academic quality of the Title I school through an annual parent survey and the district Saturday Coffee and Town Hall meetings. 
During the month of Nov. and Feb. each Title I school will be completing Needs Assessment Surveys on the computer. These surveys will be used to obtain input from parents of children eligible to receive Title I services and to design strategies for more effective family engagement and to remove possible barriers to parent participation.

ACCESSIBILITY

In carrying out the parent and family engagement requirements established by Section 1116 of the ESSA, the district will communicate and collaborate with the State Department. To ensure full opportunities for participation of parents with limited English proficiency, parents with disabilities, and parents of migratory children, the district will provide information and school reports in a language parents can understand.
