The MO Department of Health and Senior Services requires that all 2026-2027 12th grade students 

have *2 doses of the meningococcal conjugate (MCV3) vaccine before the first day of the 2026-2027 

school year. Students who do not have *2 doses of the vaccine listed on file will have a notification 

letter included with their end of the year report card.  If your child is  in need of a vaccination, 

please provide documentation that the vaccine was given to the Saxony office 

(kward@saxonylutheranhigh.org) or fax (573-204-7445) prior to the first day of classes.   

*2 doses are required unless the student was 16 years of age or older at the time 

   the first dose was administered.

Happy Spring! 

It is unimaginable that we are almost finished with this school year! Summer is approaching quick-

ly, so please read the information below carefully. If you are interested in taking a summer class 

such as PE, please complete the registration form below. 

Physical Education class will again be offered on campus at Saxony Lutheran High School this 

summer from May 20th to June 10th (no classes on Memorial Day). The class meets in person at 

Saxony from 8:00 am—12:00 pm, Monday - Thursday with Friday Learn-From-Home days. Stu-

dents must be participating in class activities as directed by the instructors, but do not need to 

come to Saxony Lutheran High School on Fridays. Students may not miss more than FOUR hours 

total during the summer school session, including absences and tardies, in order to receive the half 

credit of basic PE for the course. No refunds will be given. Transportation is not provided, but stu-

dents have carpooled to and from class in the past. 

Saxony dress code applies. Students may wear Saxony uniform shirts, Saxony spirit wear, or school

-appropriate T-shirts. The required length for shorts will follow the "dollar bill test." Athletic shoes 

are preferred. All Saxony handbook rules apply. Students who violate rules or disrupt class will be 

dismissed from the course with no refund. 

Parents or guardians may complete the Microsoft Form (Summer PE 2026 Registration – Fill out 
form) to register each student who will be taking the summer Physical Education course at Saxony. 
(One entry for each student.) Current Saxony 9th - 11th grade students will be given priority for 
placement in the class, then siblings of current students.  Full tuition payment of $250 is required 
to secure a spot in the course. Cash, check, or credit cards are accepted in the office. Please pay the 
fee by May 5th. 
Other Summer School classes are available in June (1st - 26th) and July (6th - 31st) through Launch. 
Some classes through Grandview online run from the end of May to the end of July.  Please com-
plete the Microsoft Form (Summer School Plans (Summer PE at Saxony & other options) – Fill out 
form) to let Mrs. Kiehne know which class you would like to take and whether you need the June or 
July session. I handle all of the registration tasks, and it is free. These might be a good choice if your 
goal is to take Band, Choir, Art, or Ag classes for all four years at Saxony. 
Course Request Changes can be made until May 14th. Students will be given a copy of their re-
quests as they are now so that they can review them prior to summer. Please use the link (Course 
Request Changes & Special Period Application (2026-2027) – Fill out form) to let me know as accu-
rately as you can, what it is you would like to add and drop. If you have already submitted this 
form, there is no need to do it again. Once I build the schedule, course changes can be difficult or 
impossible, depending on the other selections made and how they fit together in the schedule.
